Pilots Admission 
 
The admission is made in two steps. From time to time a 
Pilot Recruitment Board is open. After all candidacies 
have been evaluated a list of approvals will be published. 
The persons included in this list wil l be submitted to 
exams. Candidates may request log time transfer from 
another VA. 
 
Captain admission is made by the same way the Pilot 
Recruitment is, but restricted to pilots already in the roster 
and: 
  
a) Have at least 150 flight hours  
b) 20 of those in the current fleet  
c) 100 as SATA flight time 
  
Captains moving from one fleet to other are reduced to 
Pilot status until obtaining the 20 flight hours in the new 
fleet. 
 
Pilots are submitted to one fleet from which they shall 
receive the flight assignments. Any pilot having a type 
rating for another fleet may fly in this fleet. Type ratings 
are valid for a period no greater than 1 year. 
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Inactivity and Requests 
 
Inactivity is for pilots who intend to be inactive for a 
period greater than 2 months.  
 
Fleet change is a request to all pilots willing to change 
their active fleet, which from that moment will start 
receiving the flight assignments bounded to that fleet after 
a valid type rating has been completed. 
 
 
Flights 
 
The A320 fleet is currently flying regular flights and 
charter flights in Europe, from Ponta Delgada, Lisbon, 
Porto, Faro and Funchal. Such as Frankfurt, Munich, etc.

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Br iefing  
 
The Briefing is a very important thing that all pilots should 
do before their flights. The Briefing help's pilots in many 
ways, and it give all fundamental knowledge's for the 
respective flight. When going to a Briefing the pilot 
should view and take note of these subjects:  
 
Meteo 
 
- SIGWX - Significant Weather 
- Wind and Temperature 
- SIGMETs 
- Tropical Cyclone Public Forecasts 
- Satellite Pictures 
- Airports METAR's (ICAO)  
- Airports TAF's (ICAO)  
 
 
NOTAM’s - (Notice to Airmen)

Online/Off line Flights  
 
As a Virtual Airline, we like to support the online flight. 
We also recommend all pilots to fly online in VATSIM 
network.  
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If the pilot does not feel prepared to fly in this network, he 
should contact the Chief Pilot asking for online flight 
training, information, material, tools, knowledge's, and we 
will give the pilot what he needs to fly safely in this 
network.  
 
The fleet responsible that will be there to his dispose will 
always attend the respective pilot. 
 
SATA International Virtual can suspend any pilot who 
violate the online flight rules, so we recommend always 
respect and attention to controllers and other virtual pilots 
who you cross.  
 
Finally I want to say that it's not obligatory to a VA pilot 
fly online. The pilot can fly off line using all the utilities 
that he thinks will bring more realism to the same. 
 
 
Flight Assignments 
 
All A320 certificated pilots will have a Flight Assignment. 
The Assignment consists in 3 or 4 groups of flights. Once 
the pilot receives his Assignment he should do or try to do 
those flights. Now I'll show you how to interpret your 
Assignment. 
 
 
#RZO1041 Flight Reference #2003517 105 106 115 116 
133 134 135 141 
 
This line indicates the pilot internal/serial number and all 
references to the assignment. #RZO1041 means it©s the 
41st pilot in sequence (that is pilot number 491). 
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#2003517 it©s the assignment generation date 
(2003/05/17). All those other numbers represent the serial 
flight number (flights 105, 106... 141). These numbers are 
just for reference and shall not be used by the pilot in its 
logbook. 
 
# Flight# From To Op.Days Dep. Arr. Remark Eqp. 
 
This line is the reference for the below assignment list.  
 
# column represents the serial flight number.  
 
Flight# it©s no more than the flight number on IATA 
format.  
 
From and To are obvious, also in IATA format.  
 
Op. Days it©s the short for Operating Days (1 for Monday, 
until 7 for Sunday). 
  
Dep. and Arr . are pointed to be the local time for 
Departure and Arrival.  
 
Remark will be set with any relevant remarks about the 
flight.  
 
Eqp. It is the short for Equipment. 
 
67 S4 121 LIS PDL    320 CS-TKJ 
68 S4 120 PDL LIS    320 CS-TKJ 
 
Let©s take these assignments for example. 
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Serial Flight number is 67 and 68. Flights S4 121 and S4 
120 from Lisbon to Ponta Delgada and return. No 
operating days and departure/arrival times are shown, so 
you can fly it anytime.  
 
The flights are set to be on the A320 with registration CS-
TKJ. 
 
 
PIREP's – Pilot Repor ts 
 
Each flight has to be reported. 
 
SATA International Virtual is using the FS ACARS 
System. This will log the flight for the pilot and send it 
into our database, updating the pilot©s logbook.

Now you have to edit fsacars.ini file and set it to our 
service.  
 
Contact our Flight Operations service in order to receive 
further instructions.
