Flight Planning

Thefirst thing glots shodd da once they receive their assignment, isto get a
Flight Plan for the respective flight. It's not easy for a virtual pilot to get a
good one with all needed information. Now I'll show you hav to get and
understandavery professonal flight planfor flight ssmulation.

Go to www.pmflightplanner.com and register yourself to start workingin
the website. All Pilots can access in this ste to a list of SATA
International flight plans.

Just login with the company user name and passwvord and goto FPL List.
There you have many Flight Plars. Using this way you will not have to
create any flight plan Just download and gint it, then proceed to your
flight briefing.

When you have dl the information reeded to start your flight go to
http://www.vatsim.net - File Flight Plan £ Here is the place where the plot
file andsend the flight planto the network. Ancther way to doit isdiredly on
SquawkBox. There are some important subjects here tha | would like to refer.
Thefirst one is how to file the flight level. Theright way is with an F onthe
beginning, for example F350 That's the same that 3500 feets of altitude.
Thentheremarks field shal be:

REG/CSxxx SEL/yyyy CALLSIGN/AIR AZORES zzz OPR/SATA
INTERNATIONAL RMK/TCAS EQUIPPED

xxX is the last 3 aircraft' s regstration letters, yyyy is the arcraft's slcal and
zzz isthe flight number. Andthat's all about sending flight planto VATSIM.




1. As you know, briefing aflight is fundamental. After completing the flight
plan procedure, you will check if ewverything is ok for the flight. For
example, if the trip fuel is correspondng a revising LDW (Landing
Weight), check if the LDW is not being exceeded, etc. So the first step of
briefing is checking the flight plan.

2. The second step is Meteorology. In virtual SATA Internaiond briefing
page a http://www.satavirtual.org/internaciond/brief.ntml  you'll find
METAR's, TAF's shot TAF's and Meteo chats for your flight, like,
Satelli te Pictures; cruising level OAT and Winds enroute.
